Today, the Honourable Mary Ng, Minister of International Trade, Export
Promotion, Small Business and Economic Development, spoke with Yulia
Swyrydenko, Ukraine's First Deputy Prime Minister and Minister of Economic
Development and Trade.

Minister Ng strongly condemned President Putin’'s unprovoked and
unjustifiable invasion of Ukraine and Russia’s horrific attacks on innocent
civilians. She reiterated Canada’s commitment to strengthen Ukraine’s defence
capabilities and economy, and to stand By its people through ongoing
humanitarian and financial assistance. Budget 2022 announced up to $1 billion
in new loans to Ukraine through the International Monetary Fund.

Minister Ng outlined how Canada continues to work with the international
community to introduce a range of economic measures to hold Putin and his
enablers accountable and to isolate Russia and Belarus from the global
economy. This includes unprecedented economic sanctions and restrictions
on sectors critical to the Russian and Belarusian economies, including
transportation, defence, finance and energy.

Lastly, the ministers discussed the impact of Russia’s invasion on global food

security and prices. These priorities will be discussed at the upcoming 12th
Ministerial Conference of the WTO in Geneva on June 12 to 15.

Online citizenship
applications

Ottawa, August 11, 2021 - Today, Immigration, Refugees and
Citizenship Canada (IRCC) launched a new website tool that
allows citizenship applications to be submitted online.

IRCC had already been developing and testing this new tool, as
part of a citizenship modernization initiative, with the goal of
making the application process more efficient. The new online
application is user-friendly. For example, you can now save
partially completed applications and resume them at a later
time, upload supporting documents and proof of payment,
print a PDF and ask for confirmation of receipt.

Please note that if an applicant has applied on paper, they
should not reapply online.

IRCC released the tool in late 2020 to test the platform’s
capacity, and is now ready to open the online citizenship
application to more cohorts of applicants, using a phased
approach.

As of today, August 11, 2021, IRCC has opened its online
application to all applicants age 18 and over who

are applying as an individual (not as a family)

- do not have a representative

- are not declaring residence outside Canada as a crown
servant or with a crown servant family member

Later this year, we will open the online application to

- families (groups)

- minors under 18 years of age

In 2022, the online application will open to

- representatives to apply on behalf of their clients who are
declaring residence outside Canada as a crown servant or with
a crown servant family member

- Express Entry

Canada is seeking to attract more French-speaking immigrants outside Quebec. This will help
contribute to the vitality, development and prosperity of Francophone minority communities
in Canada.

If you want to immigrate permanently to Canada, you can create your profile in Express
Entry. Express Entry is Canada’s new system for managing applications in a number of
existing economic immigration programs:

Federal Skilled Worker Program,

Federal Skilled Trades Program,

Canadian Experience Class, and

portion of the Provincial Nominee Program.

Visit the Express Entry website for more information. You can also participate in
Webconferences on Express Entry and Francophone life.

To create your profile, you will need to identify and prove your proficiency in one of Canada’s
two official languages, French or English. Make sure that the first official language you
choose is the one in which you are the strongest, so that you can increase your chances of
earning higher points in Express Entry’'s Comprehensive Ranking System.

If you speak both of Canada’s official languages, you can also provide approved language test
results in your second official language. Candidates can get additional points for their
proficiency in their second official language.

You can now also earn up to 50 additional points for strong French language skills (even if
French is your second language). These are in addition to the points above.

If you score NCLC 7 or higher on all four French language skills, you can get

25 additional points if you scored CLB 4 or lower in English (or if you didn’t take an English
test)

50 additional points if you scored CLB 5 or higher on all four English skills

Find out more about these additional points.

Through Express Entry, candidates who have been invited to apply for permanent residence
can expect to have their completed applications processed in six months or less.

Make sure
you have the right documents and the information you need so that
you can return to Canada quickly and safely.

Passports - Consular services abroad

Consular services are provided by Canadian offices abroad. They can
help replace a lost, stolen, damaged or expired Canadian passport and
help you apply for a new passport urgently.

Permanent resident travel documents
If you're a permanent resident of Canada and you don't have a valid permanent resident (PR) card, you can
apply for a permanent resident travel document to travel back to Canada.
