= Aboriginal roots

The name "Canada” likely comes from the Huron-
Iroquois word “kanata,” meaning "village” or
“settlement.” In 1535, two Aboriginal youths told
French explofer Jacques Cartier about the route to
kanata; they 'were actually referring to the village of
Stadacona, the site of the present-day City of Québec.
For lack of another name, Cartier used the word
"Canada” to describe not only the village, but the
entire area controlled by its chief, Donnacona.

The name was soon applied to a much larger areq;
maps in 1547 designated everything north of the
St. Lawrence Riven as Canada. Cartier also called
the St. Lawrence River the “riviére du Canada,” a
name used until the“garly 1600s. By 1616, although
the entire region was Kpown as New France, the
area along the great rivéy of Canada and the Gulf
of St. Lawrence was still galled Canada.

Soon explorers and fur traders opened up
territory to the west and tojthe south, and the
area known as Canada grewt In the early 1700s,
the name referred to all Fren._ch lands in what is
now the American Midwest dnd as far south as
present-day Louisiana.

The first use of Canada as antofficial name came
in 1791, when the Province of Quebec was divided
into the colonies of Upper Canaddand Lower
Canada. In 1841, the two colonies Were united
under one name, the Province of Canada.

December 3, 2019 — Ottawa — Building on a government commitment made earlier this year, Canada is
rolling out the final phase of its biometrics collection program.

As of today, foreign nationals applying from within Canada for temporary or permanent residence, or
to extend or renew their visitor visa or work or study permit, will need to have their fingerprints and
photo taken and can do so at any of the 58 designated Service Canada locations across the country.
This means individuals will now save time and money by being able to give their biometrics within
Canada.

Canada has collected biometrics (fingerprints and photos) on most foreign nationals applying for
temporary or permanent residence since December 31, 2018.

Having biometrics helps immigration officers verify people's identity, which makes processing
applications easier and simplifies entry for legitimate travellers. It also makes it easier for officers to
stop individuals who pose a risk to the safety and security of Canadians.

People can apply online or by paper as they have always done. Applicants who receive a biometrics
instruction letter will be able to give their fingerprints and photo at designated Service Canada
locations across the country by appointment. The appointment must be made in advance through an
easy online booking tool at canada.ca/biometrics.

Applicants, including those in Canada who will be travelling outside the country, can also give their
biometrics at a visa application centre (VAC) in any country that they are legally allowed to enter.
Canada has one of the most extensive networks of VACs worldwide, with 160 locations in 108 countries.

Quick facts

This is the final phase of Canada’s biometrics expansion program. As a result of this expansion, foreign
nationals coming to, or applying from within the country will provide their fingerprints and photo.

There are some exemptions to the biometrics requirement, including applicants under 14 or over 79
years of age; U.S. nationals coming to visit, work or study temporarily in Canada; and lawful permanent
residents of the U.S. coming to visit only.

If you want to become a Canadian citizen, you must
follow the same steps as everyone else. There isn’t a
special process for spouses of Canadian citizens.

You must meet several requirements to apply for
citizenship.

. protected person

Apply to study in Canada as an international student, extend your study permit and find out about working while
you study or after you graduate.

Designated learning institutions list

To apply for a study permit, you need an acceptance letter from a designated learning institution. A designated
learning institution is a school approved by a provincial or territorial government to host international students.
All primary and secondary schools in Canada are designated learning institutions. They aren’t included in this list.
If you plan to attend a post-secondary school, make sure it is on this list.

Post-graduation work permit

You need to know if you are eligible to work after you graduate. Not all designated learning institutions make you
eligible for the Post-Graduation Work Permit Program.
Along with graduating from an eligible designated learning institution, you need to meet all other criteria to get a
post-graduation work permit.
The list below will let you know if your designated learning institution offers programs that will make you eligible
for a post-graduation work permit.

List of designated learning institutions by province/territory
Step 1: Choose the province or territory your school is in.
Step 2: Type in keywords such as the name of the school, city, etc.
Step 3: Find the designated learning institution number and write it under the section Details of intended study in
Canada on your study permit application.

If the school you are studying at loses its designated learning institution status after you get your study permit,
you can:

keep studying your program until your current permit expires,

but only renew your study permit if you enrol at a designated learning institution.
