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Airplane noise may increase in
coming days for residents near
Pearson Airport in Mississauga

People living in neighbourhoods near Pearson Airport in Mississauga may notice an increase in aircraft noise in the
next five days.

The latest noise advisory issued by the Greater Toronto Airports Authority (GTAA), which operates Pearson, is in
effect for April 26 to May 2 and notes that a short-lived increase in aircraft noise could occur in some areas as work
is being completed on several runways at various times of day.

Residents who live near Pearson are being notified that routine runway maintenance, nightly runway lighting
inspection, surface repairs, electrical work and other activities could lead to an increase in aircraft noise over their
homes in the coming days.

The runway work often leads to increased aircraft takeoffs and landings on other landing strips at Pearson for a
short period of time.

Such noise advisories are nothing new to Mississauga, Brampton and Toronto residents who live near the airport.
Many residents have been complaining for decades about the noise caused by hundreds of incoming and outgoing
daily flights.

The latest noise advisory-indicates that routine maintenance;surface repairs, lighting inspection and electrical work
are being carried out at the airport until next Tuesday (May 2).

GTAA officials say one of Pearsons most-used runways, the east-west 05/23 strip, is getting a full LED lighting
upgrade “that will remove the need for nightly inspection.”

“This is regular, scheduled maintenance that may consist of, but is not limited to, grass cutting, rubber removal,
patching, electrical work and line painting,” airport officials said in their notice to residents.

GTAA officials say their Noise Management Office “periodically publishes advisories and notices for resident
awareness of airfield construction, airport activities and engagement opportunities that could have an impact on
normal airport traffic operations and aircraft noise impacts on the community.”

The next Pearson Airport virtual public meetings are scheduled for Sept. 14 and Dec. 7.

GTAA officials have said theyVve done their best in recent years to communicate with area residents with respect to
the issue of airport noise. Its been an ongoing concern for residents for decades.

Several public meetings, or noise forums, are held each year to engage residents in discussion and to hear their
concerns.

The GTAAS Noise Accountability Board is a working group that helps set the strategic direction of noise management
at Pearson, including the delivery of the airports Noise Management Action Plan, officials say.

“We are committed to working with the communities around the airport to make sure that noise management
remains a part of the conversation as the airport grows alongside our regions diverse population and thriving
economy,” the GTAA said earlier.

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Canadian government officials responded with a statement late Tuesday saying they had a fair
and competitive offer on the table that includes a 9% wage increase over three years, as well
as proposals on remote work and improved family leave. But the government claimed that
union demands are 'unaffordable' and would compromise the government's ability to deliver
services to Canadians.

"The government has done everything it can to reach a deal and avoid disrupting the services
that Canadians rely on," Canada's government said in a statement. "Despite some ongoing
movement at the bargaining table on key issues by both sides, the Public Service Alliance of
Canada (PSAC) has decided to proceed with a nation-wide general strike."

Picket lines popped up around the country early Wednesday morning even as negotiations
were expected to continue.

Large-scale strikes have been popping up around the world as workers grow increasingly
frustrated with surging inflation. Nationwide strikes in Germany, the United Kingdom and
France have recently shut down services across the countries.
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No more
controversial parking
ban in Mississauga /

After more than a decade, a controversial Friday afternoon parking ban on a neighbourhood street near a
huge Mississauga mosque has been lifted by the City of Mississauga.

ISNA Canadas Mississauga mosque, which is located on South Sheridan Way off the QEW just west of
Southdown Rd., and its large congregation had been negatively impacted by the no parking order on Finfar
Crt. since it was approved by City council in late 2011 in response to a residents complaint.

While the mosque, run by the Islamic Society of North America (ISNA), offers hundreds of on-site parking
spots, its Friday afternoon prayers draw thousands of people.

The parking ban on Finfar Crt., which is located just west of the mosque, was in effect Fridays from noon to 3
p.m., so many members of the congregation looking for parking had to do so even farther away and then
walk a good distance.

A March 22 vote by Mississauga council put an end to that ban and the no parking signs were taken down
two days later. The City is also looking at other areas in Mississauga where similar situations may exist.
While the mosque, run by the Islamic Society of North America (ISNA), offers hundreds of on-site parking
spots, its Friday afternoon prayers draw thousands of people.

While the mosque and its congregation are pleased with the reversal, many have said the parking ban was
offensive to them as it was in effect for so many years on a major day of prayer for Muslims.

Yasir Hussain, ISNA Canada operations and facilities manager, appeared before council on March 22 to
express his concern with the Friday parking ban on Finfar Crt. He asked council to remove the no parking
signs.

Mayor Bonnie Crombie and councillors Alvin Tedjo (Ward 2, where the mosque is located), Joe Horneck (Ward
6) and Carolyn Parrish (Ward 5) called for removal of the no parking signs and the subsequent vote was
unanimous.

Noting the importance of being fair to all, Tedjo said council needed to revisit how the parking ban happened
in the first place and take steps to ensure it doesnt happen again given that Mississauga is such a diverse
community.

“Whether or not (the actions) were intentionally prejudice, it had that outcome that had a significant impact
on that particular community,” said Tedjo.
